You’ll also pass through the West 
Adams area, including a drive past Hattie McDaniel’s 
home.

This Byzantine cathedral was completed in 1952 and is 
considered by many to be one of the most beautiful in 
the Western hemisphere. A representative from the 
church will be on hand to guide you through the church 
and introduce you to its history and architecture.
