It is home 
to the largest public collection of camellias and azaleas in 
the world, and the Rose Garden with more than 1,200 va­
rieties.

CHINESE GARDENS GUIDED TOUR 
Groups are guided by specially trained docents through 
the traditional Suzhou­style garden, featuring a 1.5­acre 
lake bordered by craggy Tai Hu limestone rocks. Visitors 
will explore a complex of seven pavilions, a canyon water­
fall and five hand­carved stone bridges set against a 
wooded backdrop of mature oaks, pines, camellias, bam­
boo and blossoming plum trees.
